This is the 

adult that you should make initial contact with if you have any questions/concerns 
about your child or nursery in general.  

We will also be holding ‘initial progress’ meetings with parents, both existing and new, 

to let you know how your child has settled into nursery and to share the development 

expectations/targets with you. The meetings will also give you chance to meet the 

staff in your child’s room and ask any questions that you may have about nursery.
